Fall is a great time to explore some of Boxford’s 
array of trails!  Grab a friend, bring  your canine 
companions, and check out these two great areas!

In West Boxford…
Boxford Town Forest, located near Lake Shore Road, 
features a magnificent stand of American Beech trees 
that will dazzle your senses on a sunny autumn day.  
Nothing outshines a beech in autumn, although it 
is an imposing tree in all seasons. With its smooth, 
silver trunk and leaves that glow orange and russet, 
the American Beech is spectacular reminder of the 
beauty of the season.  No need to waste gas driving 
further north, Boxford Town Forest will provide plenty 
of “ooh’s and aah’s.”  

It’s best to leave your car in the parking area on Oak 
Ridge Road and head down the street a little ways 
(you may want to bring a leash for this part of the 
walk).  You will see the entrance, which is a field, on 
your left. Cross through the path in the middle of the 
field and over the causeway (check out the gorgeous 
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Cat Tails other wetland plants) and you will find 
yourself immersed in the Beech grove.  From there, 
you can continue on a nice loop, which winds 
through the woods.  If you’re looking for a longer 
walk, there is a trail across from the parking area 
that includes a glacial esker.  The total mileage for 
both trails is approximately 2.5 miles.  For a map, 
visit our NEW web site, www.btabolt.org  Click on 
trail maps and then on the map for “Town Forest.”

In East Boxford…
After you drop the kids at Masco, head down 
Middleton Road and park in the lot at Bald Hill.  
Across the street is the entrance to town-owned 
Lockwood Forest.  On this walk, you’ll be treated 
to forest, a meadow and a beautiful section of Fish 
Brook.  Dogs and horses are frequent visitors here, 
so it‘s a great time to socialize for humans and 
canines alike! A trail map can also be found on 
our web site, under “Lockwood Forest.”  You will 
be entering from the parking area off of Middleton 
Road.  Please note the beautiful kiosk design that 
was done by two Masco students last spring.

Lilly Pond Rd., across from Far Corner Golf 
Course). Go across Haverhill line (it becomes 
Barker St.) to sign and parking lot on left. 

10/14/08 - Heron Rookery trail. Meet at 
dead end of Hovey’s Pond Rd., which is off 
Lake Shore Rd., west Boxford.

10/21/08 - Mazurenko Conserv. Area. 
Route 133 to Bradford St.(across from 
Brooks School), Right on Bradford and look 
for first parking lot on left.

10/28/08 - Lufkin Brook Trail. Route 133 
to Pine Plain Rd.(just before Georgetown 
line). Left (west) on Pine Plain, cross 
Boxford/Georgetown line, Go about 50 
yards more and find trail head on right.

November December
11/4/08 - Wildcat. Herrick Rd. parking lot.

11/11/08 - Harold Parker State Forest. Route 125 
into Andover, left on Salem St., proceed to and 
park at park headquarters.

11/18/08 - Boxford state Forest. Park at first 
access point (wire enclosed with yellow canvas) as 
you come from Main St.

11/25/08 - Goldsmith Reservation.,in Andover. 
Park in lot on southbound side of route 28, just 
north of route 125 intersection.

12/2/08 - Pyebrook Trail. Take Barehill Rd, 
turn left on Old Barehill Rd. and park at trail 
marker on right by driveway between 2 stone 
walls.

12/9/08 - North Andover Town Forest. Park 
by soccer fields on Dale St.

12/16/08 - Hovey’s Pond and Potters 
Farm. Park at intersection of Main St and 
Silvermine Rd. in west Boxford.

11/23/08 - Weir Hill. Stevens St. in North 
Andover.
